This REVA Meeting was held on Monday 21 September 2009 at 3.30 p.m. in Madrid City Hall (Ayuntamiento de Madrid).

All conditions were met for this Meeting to be held under the best possible conditions thanks to Ingrid Lutyen Bours.

After opening of the Meeting by Juan de Dalmau, and presentation of all participants round the table (list of participants attached), the REVA programme manager was invited to take the floor.  He then ran through the agenda for the Meeting as proposed in the convening notice.

His address was based on a PowerPoint presentation (see attached document) and the presentation made by Harry Brunnet in connection with the REVA seminar held in Hardthausen/Lampoldshausen on 6, 7 and 8 July 2009: 

1) Report on REVA programme membership

Practically all the Ariane cities have joined or made known their interest in this programme.  Philippe Noël reminded the Meeting that he would like each city to appoint its correspondent for this programme, on whom the REVA manager could call for assistance.

A number of cities have already done this, and the Madrid manager (Santiago Fernandez Malaga) was thus appointed during the Meeting. 

2) Report on the REVA portal

Here again, substantial progress had been observed, although Philippe Noël pointed out that the "news" headings were showing little change.  He called on the correspondents not to hesitate when they had knowledge of an event concerning their city and worth reporting to the other CVA cities, to make it known to the portal manager and thus be recorded.

Furthermore, certain headings had not yet been informed, so that a further call on the city managers was made.

Philippe Noël regretted that the new "job offers" line called for, and intended to enable the industrial partners and institutions to make known job vacancies and bring these to the knowledge of inhabitants of the cities seeking work, had never been used.

Finally, the Ariane cities space training course catalogue has been extended.  It now contains 161 training courses proposed by 82 entities, compared with figures of 142 and 76 in March 2009 and 117 and 55 when the site first went on line in 2007.

Our thanks to the members of the teaching fraternity who have made this possible.

3) REVA seminar for teachers from the CVA cities

The second REVA seminar on space transportation was held in Hardhausen/Lampoldshausen on 6, 7 and 8 July 2009.

The seminar was a success thanks to the organisers, the Hardthausen Municipal Authority, DLR and its School Lab, the University of Heilbronn and the Edouard Mörike Grammar School in Neuenstadt.  Our warm thanks to all.

Philippe  Noël then handed over to the President, Harry Brunnet, who reported on this seminar with the aid of a number of photos taken at the time (see attachment).

Caroline Krebs, assistant to the President, handed over a DVD containing the text of the various papers given during this seminar to Philippe Noël.  These texts would be accessible as soon as possible under the "Folders" portal heading.

4) Next REVA seminar

The first seminar (Toulouse, July 2008) was a success in terms of the quality of the papers read and the workshops, and also participation.  The second seminar (Hardthausen, July 2009), also achieved its quality objective in full, but was disappointing as regarded participation with only 12 attendees compared with 31 at the Toulouse session.

The  debate that followed made an attempt to understand the reason or reasons for this shortfall.

The "dates" aspect was again discussed at length, but once more no period could be found that was satisfactory for all the cities.

The communication aspect was also discussed and an effort had also to be made in this area.

Juan de Dalmau reminded the Meeting that the fact that the participants could obtain the status of Alumni, with the added advantage of being able to visit the CSG in Kourou on a preferential tariff basis, could be a motivating factor.

Changes were proposed with the aim of making this seminar an initiation to space and space applications, not forgetting space transportation of course.

This seminar could also be open to a broader educational audience even including future trainee teachers.

The following were consequently proposed to the CVA officers:

-
confirmation, for 2010, of organisation of a third REVA seminar, to be held in Bremen co-jointly with the COSPAR Congress, setting the dates for this seminar at 19, 20 and 21 July 2010,

-
to plan at least three components apart from cultural or industrial visits,

-
one or more conferences on space transportation,

-
one or more conferences aimed at increasing awareness of the frequently ignored role played by space tools in the context of everyday life.  The theme of this session could be:

"One day without satellites = utter chaos!"
A round table open to the public, during which teaching staff would present the teaching tools and resources which they set up to make their students aware of the sciences by approaching this  from the space angle.

Juan de Dalmau then raised the matter of a request made by "Peuple et Cultures" calling for organisation of a training course for future coordinators of the intercultural visits which he is organising on behalf of CVA.

Insofar as such coordinators require knowledge of the space sector, Juan de Dalmau proposed that this training course should be incorporated within the framework of the REVA programme, with the future coordinators participating in the presentation sessions (space transportation and awareness of space applications).

5) Other business

Philippe Noël  informed the Meeting of the creation of a "Space High School" (Lycée de l'Espace) in Toulouse, in association with CNES and the space sector industrial partners in Toulouse.  He invited the participants to interrogate the REVA portal to obtain information concerning the mission assigned to this High School.  Go to: http://www.education-cva.eu/fr/toulouse/
He also proposed, within the framework of the REVA programme, that a meeting should be organised between the heads of high schools with a space vocation in the Ariane cities, in order to examine various methods of cooperation between these establishments.

Juan de Dalmau supported this suggestion, and proposed organisation of a meeting of this type on the occasion of the Bremen seminar.

This completed the agenda and the Meeting was closed.  The conclusions of the Meeting would be presented at the meeting of the CVA Bureau the following day.
